Purposes:
The purposes of the Teacher Education Program Portfolio are to: 

(1) Show professional growth in the Standards of Effective Practice, the content standards, the SMSU Conceptual Framework Standards, and the technology standards. 

(2) Demonstrate ability to reflect on this growth in meaningful ways.

(3) Show ability to objectively self-assess this growth.

Review Process:

The portfolio is developed over the course of preparation to become a licensed teacher.  In the beginning courses the content is prescribed and entered into LiveText.  As candidates develop a base of knowledge, skills, and dispositions, they assume more and more responsibility for making professional decisions about how to document their growth.
