Assessment for College Placement 

The Assessment for College Placement (ACP), in accordance with MnSCU Board Policy 3.3 is provided through the authorized instruments of ACT [area subscores –delete?] or Accuplacer in English, Mathematics and Reading and is administered to all incoming students. Successful performance on the MnSCU authorized ACT area English Usage assessment  or the Accuplacer English assessment will waive English 101; Mathematics and Reading scores and recommendations are used in advising students for first year courses that engage and enhance student academic goals.  Accuplacer is performed adminstered during incoming freshman registration/orientation days both in the fall and spring terms.  

Distance Administration

 In accordance to the MnSCU Board Policy 3.3, SMSU will proctor distance Accuplacer tests for other Minnesota institutions. Tests are given the first and third Wednesday of every month by appointment only.  Appointments or questions will be referred to Heather Rickgarn, Assessment Administrator at (507)537-6169 or rickgarnhe@southwestmsu.edu. 

In order for a student to take a distance proctored Accuplacer test, the student must contact the institution they will be attending.  Through this process, the student must verify what test they need to take for their given institution.  Without this information, the test cannot be given.  On the day of the test, the student must bring a photo id, scratch paper and a pencil.   Please note, for the math portions you are not allowed to use an external calculator. If the institution allows the use of a calculator, it will appear within the test.
