1. EDU 212 (Human Relations) Discussion 
· Williford moved to approve EDU 212, Human Relations, as a course to meet the Diversity designation.  Butler seconded; motion carried.
2. Questions from the Curriculum Committee
· The Committee discussed a set of questions from the Curriculum Committee.  The first question, essentially, asked whether there are two writing courses specifically in the LAC, or if one of these courses is actually a core-focused course in the major?  The Committee engaged in a discussion about the results of the final vote on the LAC in spring 2009.  The primary document that was approved indicates the LAC is 44 credits.  After the 44 credits are complete, each major should include one course, typically the capstone,  that is core-focused.
· Gehle moved to designate each major’s capstone course as satisfying the requirement for the additional, writing emphasis course named in the aforementioned document.  Butler seconded the motion with an amendment that this requirement was actually passed last spring, pending review and verification of the minutes.  Discussion followed.  Baker indicated that this requirement should be clarified for all faculty.  Butler volunteered to take the issue to Executive Committee for clarification and communication.  Butler then moved to table the original motion; Gehle seconded.  Motion carried.  Baker once more emphasized that the LAC spans four years.  The upper-level writing course, then, is not part of the first two years of the LAC, i.e., the 44 credits outlined in the LAC document approved last spring.  This course, instead, is part of the whole, four-year progression of SMSU’s wider LAC that prepares students to achieve the ten outcomes associated with the Core.
· There was brief discussion of the remaining questions posed to LACOB by the Curriculum Committee.

· Brodersen moved and Butler seconded that the meeting adjourn at 9:00 am.  Motion carried.  LACOB will meet again on Thursday, February 25, at 8:00 am in BA 524.
