Here are the goals I expect students to gain during this semester:

After completing this class, students will be able to:
1. Read literature more carefully and meaningfully.

2. Understand the subtle difference between poplar literature and classic, enduring literature.  (For example, Twilight vs. Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde or Pride and Prejudice and Vampire vs. Pride and Prejudice.) 

3. Enjoy literature in all its forms (from novels to TV and movies) on a deeper, more fulfilling level.

4. Understand and apply the basic principles of all literary criticism:  Who wrote it?  When was it written?  Why was it written?

5. Understand literary criticism on a preliminary level:  biographical, historical, Freudian, feminist, classical, aesthetic, etc.

6. Enjoy reading a variety of genres, specifically:  poetry, drama, and fiction.

7. Understand a variety of reading style and strategies for a variety of genres.
