Approval of Minutes
· Vaughn Gehle moved to approve the minutes from the February 3.   Will Thomas seconded.  Motion carried.  
Proposals 
· POL 117 (Intro to Government and Politics) was proposed to meet Goal 8 (Global Perspective) and Goal 9 (Ethical and Civic Responsibility).  After discussion, Will Thomas moved to approve in both categories.  Vaughn Gehle seconded.  Motion carried.
· POL 200 (International Politics) was proposed to meet Goal 5 (History and the Social and Behavioral Sciences) and Goal 8 (Global Perspective).   Lyn Brodersen moved to approve in both categories; Will Thomas seconded.  Motion carried.
· POL 221 (State Government) was proposed to meet Goal 5 (History and the Social and Behavioral Sciences) and Goal 9 (Ethical and Civic Responsibility).  Vaughn Gehle moved to approve in both categories.  Will Thomas seconded.  Motion carried.
· POL 252 (Intro to Comparative Politics) was proposed to meet Goal 5 (History and the Social and Behavioral Sciences) and Goal 8 (Global Perspective).   Lyn Brodersen moved to approve in both categories.  Will Thomas seconded.  Motion carried.
LEP MnSCU Response
· Lyn Brodersen reported that MnSCU has given approval to the final draft of the Liberal Education Program (LEP) that passed at Assembly on February 3.  Lyn will prepare a final report on the new LEP and send it to Louise Hoxworth at the Office of the Chancellor.
· Linda Nelson asked for clarification on the LEP:  Does this mean that students can take courses from the same prefix in different goal areas?  Yes, this is correct.  Some courses meet two goals instead of one, but the student still needs to get to 42 credits.  The students who began last year must stay on the other plan, unless they choose to move to the LEP as approved for Fall 2011.  There may be some muddy areas for the next year.  Lori Baker suggested that advisors still advise students to take courses from a wide variety of areas.  Linda also indicated that the Human Diversity Goal needs many more courses.  Corey Butler will send out an announcement asking that faculty propose courses in this area.


New Form
· The form guides applicants through the MnTC Competencies for course proposals.  There should be different designations on the form for courses such as the upper-division writing course.  Perhaps there should be one form to address MnTC, and a separate proposal form for courses such as Contemporary Issues Seminar (this could be accompanied by a set of guidelines/expectations).  A negative recommendation area will be added to the form as well.  Each form needs to be accompanied by the appropriate Curriculum Committee form (Change of Major Significance or Change of Less Than Major Significance).  Lori will pull out some language to share at next Thursday’s meeting.
Assessment Update
· Lyn Brodersen shared with the Committee that the CIA is working toward assessing LEP student outcomes 2 (communicate effectively), and 4 (critical thinking) beginning in Fall 2011.  
First-Year Seminar
· Sarah Fier submitted a proposal to teach First-Year Seminar for Fall.  Will Thomas moved to accept the proposal; Corey Butler seconded.  Motion carried.  Linda Nelson asked if there is a process for adjuncts to be approved to teach a First-Year Seminar.  For Fall 2011, we should revisit syllabi from all of the FYS sections; this would be part of the LEP assessment.
· Lyn Brodersen will bring information about CIP Codes to talk about next week.  We also will talk about expectations for Contemporary Issues Seminar next week.
Other
· Lyn Brodersen moved to adjourn.  Will Thomas seconded.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 10:01 am.
